Faith Formation Sessions and Catholic Schools cannot take the
place of good faith-filled parents. Your example is very im-
portant!

I want to thank Sam Delaquila,
Pam Hietikko, Rick King, Patrick Niess and Fred Perry who
have served on the Council for several years and are now leav-
ing this leadership position. I also take this time to welcome
our new Council members, Emily Kohut, Samm Lewis,
Patricia Salcone, Lisa Stowell, Ray Tisone and Bob Ward.

Mr. Joseph Ken-
neally is the new principal of the Lower Campus. Mr. Ken-
neally has asked that we initiate a weekly Mass for the stu-
dents, and we will do this on Tuesday mornings. The other
local priests and I will assist in this effort, and we have com-
mitted to being involved in the school in other ways as well.

It is
only fitting that we set aside a
day to highlight this ministry
and invite the entire church
community to think about our
responsibility to share our faith
with others.

If I were asked to capture the
celebration of my 50 years of ordained
ministry held recently at Blessed Sacra-
ment, in just a few words able to fit into
a twitter message, [ would say Prayer,
Pictures, and People.

A Remarkable Labor of Love

For the past 31 years, parish-
ioner Rosemarie Beil has bestowed on
each new infant parishioner, at the time
of his/her baptism, a very special gift: a
handmade, hand-embroidered stole bear-
ing the baptismal name (first and middle)
of this newest member of our church
community. My daughter, born in 1984,
was one of the fortunate recipients of
Rosemarie’s generosity. Now a young
adult, she and I recently marveled during
her recent visit home, over the lovely
memento of her baptism. Her first and
middle names are embroidered in small,
delicate, perfectly formed pink stitches.
It’s simply exquisite, and as perfect a
memento of her entrance into the church
as she could ever hope to have. She
avowed to use it for the baptism of any
future baby with whom she may be
blessed, with intentions of adding the
baby’s name to her own on the stole. It
is clearly already regarded by all of us as
a treasured family heirloom.

Rosemarie’s exquisite work has
been a quiet, consistent labor of commit-
ment and caring, and an incredibly
unique contribution to Blessed Sacra-
ment for over three decades. Rosemarie
was born and raised in Youngstown, the
daughter of immigrant parents
(Deutschlander) from Transylvania, Ro-
mania, and was married at Holy Family
Church in Poland by our former pastor,
Father Don King. She and her husband
joined Blessed Sacrament in March,
1980. At that time, she saw an ad seek-
ing persons willing to make baptismal

stoles. She responded to that ad and has
been, since that time, the sole producer
for our parish. She was taught to sew by
her mother, and taught to embroider and
crochet by her great grandmother, with-
out patterns. At the time she first sewed
the stoles, the nuns who had done it pre-
viously used green marker to write the
names on the stoles. She told them she
could embroider the names and has been
doing it ever since. As previously stated,
she doesn’t follow a pattern. Instead, she
uses her own handwriting as a guide.
She states that it takes about half an hour
to embroider the name and about ten
minutes to sew the stole together after
she cuts it out. The first stole she did
with embroidery was for a baby named
Justin Matthew King. She relates that
over all these years, there seems to have
been as many girls’ names as boys. Ac-
cording to Rosemarie, the names have
changed and then come around again.
Many people name the children after
great grandparents, giving them ethnic
names and keeping the traditions alive.
She has extended her service to
embroidering stoles for families who
weren’t members of Blessed Sacrament
but wanted to have their grandchildren
baptized at B.S. She even made a couple
for babies that “didn’t quite make this
world”. And, as well, she has made
robes for the Easter vigil with embroi-
dered names and gold crosses. At one
point, the parish wanted to stop making
the stoles because of the expense, but
Rosemarie did not let that deter her.

Since that time,
she has paid for
all the materials
herself.

As if
this commit-
ment weren’t
enough, Rose-
marie has also taught CCD for many
years: preschool, Kindergarten, third
grade and seventh grade.

In addition to Rosemarie’s vol-
unteer work for the parish, she has
worked at St. Joseph Health Center and
McKinley Library, having graduated
from BGSU with a degree in Library
Science. Her current position is recep-
tionist at Shepherd of the Valley-
Howland which she loves.

She and her husband have raised
four daughters. In a nod to her avoca-
tion, Rosemarie relays that her youngest
daughter sews with a machine, but that
no one, so far, embroiders. Rosemarie
has made a pattern or two for other
churches who have requested them, yet
found them too expensive or lacked
someone to embroider.

This September, Rosemarie will
begin her 32™ year of ministry creating
her baptismal stoles. As she succinctly
says, “(I) always wanted to be involved
in the church, and this was it for me.”
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Thank you, Rosemarie, for all
your years of service! We have been so
blessed by your ministry!

A PROMISE, AND AN ANSWER TO PRAYER

When | stood before God, my
husband, and our assembled family
and friends on that hot July day and
vowed to “accept children lovingly
from God”, | never could have imag-
ined the twist that the path to the
promise would take. Three years
ago, | pictured the squishy floppiness
of a swaddled newborn baby with my
husband’s eyes. | thought about
cribs and strollers and clothes and
pink hair bows. | prayed for the
“perfect” child—I wanted the Gerber
baby. And in His time, God heard my
prayers and answered them.

He answered them in a way
that | never could have anticipated or
planned.

Her picture is grainy and pixi-
lated, taken with a very old camera.
She stands slightly off center and
cocked to the left. Her fine, feath-
ered baby hair hangs limp and damp
as if she had just been woken from a
nap. But she grins and her beautiful
blue eyes smile too. A green leafin
her hair functions as a makeshift
bow. They call her Masha.

She was my daughter Char-
lotte as soon as | saw the picture.

| inquired about her with her
agency and found out that she lived
in a baby house (orphanage) for spe-
cial needs children in Eastern
Europe. When the picture was
taken, she was nearly two and a half
years old and the size of a nine
month old. She weighed fifteen
pounds. Her list of medical diagno-
ses was not inconsequential. Most
sobering was the note at the bottom
of her information form: mother sur-
rendered child due to Trisomy 21
(Down Syndrome).

| admit that | had a moment
of complete and utter panic reading
her profile. | questioned why in the
world | was being led toward this
child. | wasn’t sure | had what she
required. A wise friend pointed out
that she needed what every child
needs—food, shelter, a loving family,
an education, and the opportunity to
grow. The rest would come naturally
over time.

The adoption commitment

was made with her agency and
Reece’s Rainbow just before Christ-
mas.

| was going to be Charlotte’s
momma.

Over the last few months, |
have been riding the adoption roller
coaster. Paper has been compiled
from every agency under the sun—
the city government, the county gov-
ernment, the state government, the
FBI, and USCIS. I've been finger-
printed, photographed, and scruti-
nized. | read everything that | can
get my hands on about international
adoption, Charlotte’s birth country,
Down Syndrome, Celiac disease,
and learning and developmental de-
lays. | ask my friends with toddler
age children about preschool, potty
training, and car seats. | pray for her
and ask God to keep her safe until |
can wrap my arms around her.

There are people in my life
and community that question why |
want to bring her home so badly.
They wonder if | wouldn’t be happier
having my own child, my own blood.
The speculate about her 1Q, her abili-
ties, and the likelihood that she will
be a burden.

| tell them that she walks,
plays, and communicates well. | tell
them that she sucks her thumb when
she is sleepy. | tell them that she
would spend all day in the sandbox if
her caretakers would let her. | tell
them that she deserves to be
wanted.

And | tell them that | love her.
As | get ready to make my

first trip to Charlotte’s country in the
next couple of months, | find myself
worrying quite a bit. | was adopted
and loved. | had the questions about
the who and the why. | used the “you
are not my mother” and “you can't tell
me what to do”. | debated research-
ing my biological family. But | under-
stand that my experience will not be
my daughter’s experience. How do |
explain that she has parents and sib-
lings halfway across the world that
she will never meet? How do | ex-
plain that her culture does not place
the same value on all human life and
she was hidden away? How do | an-
swer her questions about where she
spent the early years of her life?

| am so grateful that | do not
walk this road alone. | watch as
other
Reece’s
Rainbow
families
celebrate
their
beautiful §
children’s '
“Gotcha
Days” and
carry them §%
away from g#
life in a
mental
institution and into a family. | pray,
with my Reece's Rainbow family, for
those who are left waiting. | cry for
those children who return to God

In this adoption journey, |
have met many wonderful people
that have opened their hearts and
shared their experiences. They love
me, my husband, and my daughter.

Bad Manners at
Church

During the last 10 years or so, | have
noticed a precipitous decline in behavior
at church. For some reason, that decline
seems to have accelerated in recent
months. Here are some of the horror
stories I have experienced or been told
about in our diocese.

Last week, while celebrating Confirma-
tion at one of our parishes, [ noticed two
young people standing in the back of
church necking. (No, I am not kidding!)
A number of adults were standing around
them and some behind them but no one
said a word. When I visit parishes on
weekends, | often see parishioners chew-
ing gum in church and even coming to
Holy Communion chewing gum. At one
parish, a woman came to Communion
wearing a sweater that said “World’s
Sexiest Grandmother.” At another, |
watched a teenager who was sitting with
her parents text throughout the Mass.
One priest told me of a man who came to
Communion while speaking on his cell

phone.

When [ have spoken to some of these
people after Mass and asked them about
their behavior, I usually have gotten the
same response. “I’'m sorry; [ forgot I
was in church.”

The original name for the Memorial Ac-
clamation we say or sing after the Conse-
cration of the bread and wine is
“anamnesis.” It is a Greek word that
means “to recall to mind.” I think it
would be helpful for us to recall to mind
where we are when we are in church. A
church is the house of God, a temple of
the Lord. It is the place where we come
to seek peace, quiet and refreshment
from the Word and Sacrament of God.
When we are in church we should re-
member that we are in God’s presence
and as such, should focus our attention
on worship.

The Eucharist is the body and blood of
Christ. It is not a symbol of Christ. As
the Catechism of the Catholic Church
reminds us:

The Eucharist is “the source and summit
of the Christian life.” The other sacra-
ments, and indeed all ecclesiastical min-

istries and works of the apostolate, are
bound up with the Eucharist and are ori-
ented toward it. For in the blessed
Eucharist is contained the whole spiritual
good of the Church, namely Christ him-
self, our Pasch. (CCC, 1324)

Because we are receiving Christ, we
should not be chewing gum or talking
during Mass, or checking email or tex-
ting. Instead we should ask the Lord for
his forgiveness and his grace, listen to
the Scriptures and worthily receive Holy
Communion in order to live lives worthy
of our calling as sons and daughters of
God.

As adults, we have both an opportunity
and a responsibility to teach our young
people what is appropriate behavior. A
good place to start would be at our parish
church. In that way, we can all deepen
our prayer and draw closer to Christ as
we walk On the Road to Jerusalem.

Anointing of the Sick Celebrated Each Month

The sacrament of anointing of
the sick is celebrated following
the Saturday, 4 p.m. Mass on
the fourth Saturday of each
month. One weekend during
the late summer or early fall,
we celebrate the anointing of
the sick within all we weekend
liturgies. This year, those cele-
brations took place on August
27/28. People often have ques-
tions about the sacrament of
anointing of the sick and about
who should be anointed. We
offer the following to assist...

The anointing of the sick is not
“last rites.” The General Intro-

duction to “Pastoral Care of the Paragraph 6 adds:

This sacrament gives the
grace of the Holy Spirit to
those who are sick: by this
grace the whole person is
helped and saved, sustained
by trust in God, and
strengthened against the
temptations of the Evil One
and against anxiety over

Sick: Rites of Anointing and
Viaticum” says this in para-
graph 5:

Those who are seriously ill
need the special help of
God’s grace in this time of
anxiety, lest they be broken
in spirit and, under the pres-
sure of temptation, perhaps

weakened in their faith.

That is why, through the
sacrament of anointing,
Christ strengthens the faith-
ful who are afflicted by ill-
ness, providing them with the
strongest means of Support.

The celebration of this sac-
rament consists especially in
the laying on of hands by the
priests of the Church, the
offering of the prayer of
faith, and the anointing of
the sick with oil made holy
by God’s blessing. This rite
signifies the grace of the sac-
rament and confers it.

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death. Thus the sick person
is able not only to bear suf-
fering bravely, but also to
fight against it. A return to
physical health may follow
the reception of this sacra-
ment if it will be beneficial to
the sick person’s salvation.
If necessary, the sacrament
also provides the sick person
with the forgiveness of sins
and the completion of Chris-

Paragraphs 8 - 15 addresses

who is to be anointed:
8...Great care and concern
should be taken to see that

whose health is seriously
impaired by sickness or old
age receive this sacrament.

9 The sacrament may be
repeated if the sick person
recovers after being
anointed and then again falls
ill or if during the same ill-

ness, the person’s condition
becomes more serious.

10 A sick person may be
anointed before surgery
whenever a serious illness is
the reason for the surgery.
11 Elderly people may be
anointed if they have become
notably weakened even
though no serious illness is
present

The sacrament of anointing of
the sick will be offered at the
church on Saturday, September
24, following the 4 p.m. lit-
urgy. Those wishing to be
anointed are invited to find a
place near the piano after
Mass. Loved ones and friends
are encouraged to sit behind
them and place their hand on
the shoulder of the person be-
ing anointed.

For years it was simply a
dream to go back to school for a mas-
ter’s degree, and now, thanks to all of
you, it is a reality.

A huge “Thank You” to all of
you for the words of encouragement
and prayers of support through the last
four summers. I am very grateful to
you for this opportunity and I thank
Father Eisweirth for continuing the
support Father King gave, so that |
could complete the program this year.
I know everyone who was hearing me
whine about the research paper will be
relieved to know that the work is done.
My family is probably happier than
anyone to know the work is complete.

I just completed the Rensse-
laer Program of Church Music and
Liturgy at St. Joseph’s College in
Rensselaer, Indiana, earning a Master
of Arts degree in Pastoral Liturgy and
Music. This program was established
51 years ago — forming lay people in
the central areas of liturgy and music
while persisting in the vision of the
reform begun in earnest with the Coun-
cil, even as it began before the Second
Vatican Council was underway.

29!

I will continue to do my best
to make use of the knowledge and ex-
perience gained in the program. Will it
mean any big changes? Probably not,
but it is good to have the sense of ac-
complishment and to realize that, even
in my fifties, I can explore new and
exciting paths!  Who knows what
might come next?

Before I left Rensselaer 1
found out that one of my pro-
fessors, Fr. Richard Frago-
meni, will be the keynote
speaker at our Liturgy Day on
February 4 at St. Charles in
Boardman. The day is always
interesting, but I think you’ll
find Fr. Fragomeni to be a
wonderful presenter — so mark
your calendar now!

PATS’ ANSWERS TO PERPLEXING QUESTIONS

Our own two Pats (Campbell and Rogan) answer any questions you might have about Church practice, rules, history, tradition and ritual.

Dear Pats,

You girls know so much about so many things that I
thought you might have some ideas about what happened
recently when an obviously mentally ill person walked into
church. | was a bit frightened. In this day and age who
knows what people will do? Should this person have come
to Church? What should I have done? I don’t want to
sound mean, but I didn’t like it.

Perplexed
Dear Perplexed,

All of us feel a bit frightened when things happen that we
don’t expect and seem threatening. We feel sure that this
was one of those moments. But with a little education and
understanding, we hope that some of your negative feelings
will be calmed.

Mental illness is a reality. In the American popula-
tion, at least 1 in 5 deal with some sort of mental illness,
and
1 in 17 deals with a serious mental illness. These figures
point to the fact that all of us know someone who is men-
tally ill. Unfortunately there is such stigma surrounding
mental illness that most people try to keep this diagnosis
hidden. Mental illnesses run the gamut from mild depres-
sion to bi-polar illness to schizophrenia to personality disor-
ders to alcoholism and drug addiction.

Mental illness is an illness. It is a medical condi-
tion which might be chronic like diabetes or short term like
the flu. It might come on suddenly, as in a reaction to a
traumatic event, or it might creep up slowly as in a low
grade depression. And while there might be some discus-
sion within the mental health community as to defining
these conditions as illnesses, most people are comfortable
using the term “illness” to describe these states of being.

How can we as Catholics help the mentally ill?
First, there must be recognition that the mentally ill, by vir-
tue of their baptism, have the same rights as do the non-
mentally ill. They have the right to the sacraments and the
services of a local parish community. They have the right
to be full members of the community, sharing their gifts
and talents, and relying on the community for support and
friendship. Pope John Paul II, at a conference on mental
illness, stated, "Whoever suffers from mental illness always
bears God's image and likeness in themselves, as does every
human being. In addition, they always have the inalienable
right not only to be considered as an image of God and
therefore as a person, but also to be treated as such.”
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Within the Catholic community we are framing the
discussion about mental illness in terms of it being a dis-
ability, like being wheelchair bound or deaf. What this
means on a practical level is that we, as a community,
might need to make some accommodations to include all
our members, but that these accommodations should not be
a chore, rather an opportunity to enrich us in the long run.

So, on a practical level, how should one view this
issue? The National Catholic Partnership on Disability has
produced a document entitled “Welcoming and Appreciat-
ing People with Mental illness as Valued Members of the
Parish Community” which can be found on their website at
www.ncpd.org. Read it, and think about what you can do
be a welcoming presence to all members of the community.

And finally, in the event that there is a disturbance
in church — for any reason - just relax and let the ushers and
sacristan deal with the situation. They are trained to deal
with unusual situations and will seek assistance if necessary
from members of the community.

Thanks for your kind words. We are humbled by

your thought that we know a lot about many things!

The teens also found the people they met to have great
attitudes, and were appreciative of what the missioners were
doing for them. Their days included activities as working to
prepare and serve meals at the soup kitchen; refurbishing
housing specifically designed for use by the mentally ill;
working in warehouse buildings being upgraded for suitable
housing; some groups worked to distribute necessities at St.
Mary’s Pregnancy Center. All of their activities focused on
improving current conditions, from meals to housing, to sim-
ply having someone to talk with that day.

Michelle was so moved by this experience, saying, “This
experience has motivated me to start making a difference in
my own community. It really has changed me as a person,
and I am grateful that I went.”
